The meeting opened to the 
mellifluous notes and joyous 
holiday rhythms of Union­
dale HS Knighttime Jazz 
Band under the direction of 
Colton Wynter. Their 
wonderful presentation was 
received with great apprecia­

tion by those present. 

Nassau County Comp­
troller Howard Weitz­
man discussed why property 
taxes are so high in Nassau. 
His extensive presenta­
tion included comments 
such as: "we don't' get back 
enough school aid", "Nassau 
is a mature suburb with little 
room for growth", "there 
are too many governments 
and taxing districts", "waste 
at all levels", "unfunded man­
dates from federal & NYS for 
services but local taxpay­
ers must provide most of 
the money." After his 
presentation, several ques­
tions were posed to him 
including how districts might 
be consolidated, lack of new 
housing, illegal rentals, and 

big county pay raisers. 

UN1TE: E&M Catanese 
discussed the community 
effort to keep the A. Holly 
Patterson Geriatric Center 
open, to rehabilitate it to 
modern standards and to 
keep its current bed approval 

at over 800 beds. There is 
concern for returning veter­
ans from IRAQ and Af­
ghanistan needing hospitali­
zation, rehabilitation and 
psychiatric counseling. An 
appeal to Gov. Spitzer has 
been prepared and sent 
which comaiJsupport letters 
from community organiza­
tions and churches. The issue 
of a "Hool<ah Experi­
ence" store called Ice and 
Fire which will be opened in 
the strip mall on Oak St is 
deemed inappropriate to be 
in a residential area and to 
close to the dorms of Hof­
stra University and Nas­
sau Community College. 
M&E Catanese alerted the 
audience to the problem 
areas in the community. A 
thorough booklet outlining 
proposals for the strip mall, 
the approval process and 
conditions agreed to by the 
builder was prepared & M&E 
Catanese. Although a hoo­
I<ah parlor was not specifi­
cally named, a portion of the 
building is to be used as well 
as a nightclub, strip club. 
pool, billiard parlor, laundro­
mat, game room and dry 
cleaner. Residents believed 
this mall would be positive 
addition to the community 
and is working with UN.I.T.E 
spear-heading meetings in 
conjunction with Northwest, 
Uniondale Civic Assn and 
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FIRE DEPT: Current 
Comm. Milton Allen was 
introduced. The newly 
elected Commissioners: S. 
Dias, T. Harris and N. 
Thomas will take office in 
January. Residents were 
urged to check smoke detec­
tors, carbon monoxide de­
tectors, have boilers serviced 
by licensed persons and to 
never leave electric, kero­
sene or other space heaters 
unattended, and have chim­
neys checked for cracks. 
At first signs of nausea, 
homes should be 

immediately evacuated.
