Long Island Alliance for Peaceful 
Alternatives: Margaret and Martin Melk­
on ian, Uniondale residents for 36 years and 
Peace advocates, on the 5th anniversary of 
the beginning of the war in Iraq, discussed 
their efforts to reduce the cycle of violence 
here in Uniondale, L I, NYS, USA, and the 
world. They announced a demonstration 
on Old Country Rd for March 19 asking an 
end to the war, to bring the soldiers home. 
They recommended The $3 Trillion War 
by Joseph Stiglitz. (If $1 million stacks 6" 
high. $1billion would be as high as the 
Washington Monument and $1 trillion 
would rea ch 95 miles out in space .) They 
cited the casualties among our military 
(soon 4.000 killed, over 30,000 wounded, 
probably anothe r 30,000 casualties from 
disease and other causes) . and the esti­
mated I million Iraqis dead with 4.5 mil­
lion refugees in Iraq. In the coming weeks 
Congress will be asked to authorize $102.5 
to continue the war.
